Construction 
Information 
The pipe will be installed under 
the sidewalk along Fletcher 
Drive, beginning at the 
intersection of Fletcher and 
Glendale Boulevard, then will 
enter into LADWP property and 
connect to the Fletcher Pump 
Station. This alignment was 
selected to minimize the impact 
to the neighborhood and 
community.  
 
Replacement of the Fletcher 
Pump Station Suction Line will 
resume January 2020 until the 
end of April 2020. Work hours 
are expected to be Monday 
through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 
4:00 p.m. Some Saturday work 
and extended hours may be 
necessary. Construction will 
require temporary lane 
reductions and modifications to 
the crosswalks. Access to local 
businesses and the surrounding 
neighborhood will be 
maintained throughout 
construction. No interruptions to 
water service are expected.
