S. Bundy Dr, and west on Olympic Blvd.

LADWP will NEVER call customers 
asking for payment over the phone 
with a credit or prepaid card. 

If someone calls demanding you to make a payment 
immediately, otherwise your service will be disconnected, 
HANG UP and call 1-800-DIAL-DWP (1-800-342-5397). 

If someone calls and pressures you to share your personal 
information, HANG UP and call us at 1-800-DIAL-DWP.

Never allow anyone claiming to be with LADWP into your 
home unless you scheduled an appointment or reported a 
utility problem. Always ask for identification and call us to 
verify their employment. 

Help spread the word about scammers by talking with elderly 
neighbors, friends and family so they don’t become victims. 

Set your AC to 78° to keep energy use 
down and stay comfortable.
